Nonnative Fish Management - Annual Report Guidance (2013)

The Program takes recommendations in the annual reports seriously.  Before reports are submitted, principal investigators’ supervisors should review recommendations to be sure that they are properly grounded in data.  

Fish Removal Reports (98a, 98b, 110, 123a, 123b, 125, 126, 154 [if Ute Tribe conducted work on the Duchesne], FR-115, 167, and UDWR White sucker removal [annual report optional]).  In addition to the individual project annual reports, CDOW compiles NP information collected in Projects 98a, 98b, and 125.  CSU-LFL compiles SMB information collected in Projects 98a, 98b, and 125.

Note: Researchers must report population size, catch indices and exploitation rates according to the following convention: 
SMB:  Adults  ≥200mm; Juveniles  <200mm, Piscivores > 450mm.  Parse the juvenile class into: 100 – 199mm and <100mm groups to coincide with our tagging criteria (all smb>100mm) if the data supports it.
NP:  Adults ≥ 300mm, Piscivores > 450mm
Researchers should further parse their data as they deem necessary.   

-Population estimates with confidence intervals (if data available) and exploitation rates (2013 compared w/ previous years), please correct for fish recruiting into your adult and juvenile size classes throughout your sampling season.  
-Number of individuals per river mile (e.g., 8 pike per mile on average; 50 bass per mile on average), if data available (2013 compared w/ previous years).
-Exploitation of marked fish - Total number of 2012 marked fish removed throughout a field season and 2013 compared w/ previous years.  
-Number caught/recaptured during each pass, and total caught/recaptured for all passes (2013).
-Catch rates for entire reach, all passes combined (2013 compared w/ previous years).
-Catch rates during each pass (2013).
-Length/frequency (2013 compared w/ previous years); please parse data into “early in the sampling season” vs “late in the sampling season” as you see necessary.  
-Recaps - describe movement (from where/year?) and growth observed in 2013 as compared to previous years.
- If fish were translocated, please summarize number and sizes moved and where they went.  
-Observations on spawning activity or concentration areas.
-Recommendations for improving efficiency.
-For other nonnative predators (i.e. walleye, channel catfish, burbot, largemouth bass, striped bass) please report numbers captured and numbers > 450mm. 

Native Fish Response Reports (140)
-Yampa: Comparisons between treatment and control, spring versus fall, and 2013 vs. previous years, size structure, abundance (or density) estimates for all species, including nonnative fish predators. 
Fish Barrier, Source, Synthesis and Prevention Reports.  (C20:  Please discuss  timing and monitoring of unscreened outlet releases, and screen condition, maintenance and replacement; 161 & 161b:  Please follow standard annual report format.)
