examples include resolution of  the budget short fall to award construction of the Price-Stubb 
Fish Passage, safety issues associated with the Price-Stubb Fish Passage, fencing the Horse 
Thief Canyon refugia ponds to minimize predation, Elkhead Reservoir repayment contract 
modification and participation in the 10825 long term solution process.
